Rubber seals

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5.3.1 Height adjustments

A Depontiverandais designed for a slope ob’cm per metre. All the static strength calculations, as
well as all sizes and dimensions in this manual, are based on this.

The height of the wall profile and the passage height (distance from bottom of gutter to the ground)
are completely dependent on each other and determined by this slope.

However, these heights can be adjusted very easily while maintaining the slope.

If you choose to place the wall profile lower or make the passage height of the gutter lower, you
must:

Subtract the samaumber of centimetres from both of these measurements. So if your wall profile is
mounted 30 cm lower, you must also shorten your posts by 30 cm.

If you want to reduce the passage height, you can easily shorten the length of the posts by making a
square ctt However, you must then also mount the wall profile the same distance lower on the wall.
The same applies if you decide to mount the wall profile lower on the wall.

Calculation example ¥.ou have a roof with a length of 300 cm and you want to reduesstandard
passage height from 250 cm to 220 cm. You therefore shorten your posts by 30 cm or you place the
posts 30 cm in the ground, so the bottom of your gutter is at a height of 220 cm. Your wall profile
must therefore be lowered by 30 cm, which medinat the bottom of the wall profile must be

placed at 86 cm-30 cm = 86 cm.

Calculation example X:ou have a roof with a length of 400 cm and you want to place the standard
wall profile 25 cm lower on the wall, aB& cm instead oB11cm. You must threfore also place the
bottom of the gutter profile 25 cm lower, which means that you either have to cut 25 cm off your
posts, reducing their length to 225 cm (250 €85 cm) or you have to place your posts 25 cm in the
ground.

5.3.2Veranda projection

The basic dimensions of a Deponti canopy are approximate. The exact dimensions from the rear of
the wall profile to the inside of the upright can be found in the table above. Example: A 3 metre drop
canopy is not exactly 3 metres. Check the table abowexact sizes in centimetres.
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5.4 Joining verandas

There is no limit to the width in which the Depowéranda can be delivered. This is because the
veranda can be joined end to end.

In this case the gutter profile, wall profile and decorative prddile supplied in multiple lengths of
4060, 506060600r 7060 mm.

The centreto-centre distance between theeans of a Depontverandais 1000 mm (1 metre).

A roof with five onemetre sections has a total width of 5060 mm. The extra 60 mm is the distance
from the centre of thebeamto the outside of thedbeam which is 30 mm; this extra width is at both
ends, for a total of 60 mm.

When standardige sheets are used, the total width of joined roofs must therefore also end with 60
mm, e.g. 8060, 9060, 10060, etc.

So if you have ordered a roof with a width of 9060 mm, the delivery will consist of one 5060 mm
gutter section and one 4060 mm gutter sien. Together this is 9120 mm. You must ensure that the
width ends with xx60, so these profiles must be shorted by a total of 60 mm before installation. This
can be done by removing 30 mm from both sections: 5030 mm + 4030 mm = 9060 mm. You can also
choos to shorten one profile by 60 mm. 5060 mm + 4000 mm = 9060 mm.

This shortening applies to the wall profile, gutter profile and decorative profile.

After this shortening the further assembly is identical to that for a normal roof.
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It is recommended thayou join the gutter sections with the suppligaditter extensionbefore
installation. The installation steps are shown below:

If the wall profile does not need to be shortened, you can mount it straight a@terwise you
must first cut the wall profile to the desired length. Do not place the supplied rubber strip in the wall
profile yet; this rubber strip is fit in place after mounting.

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6.2 Pre-installing the gutter

If the standard gutter length is correct, you can fmetall it straight away. If not, you must first cut
the gutter profile and decorative profile to the desired length.

6.2.1 Installing the leaf catcher in the gutter

1. Cut/saw off one end of the leaf catcher so
it fits in the gutter profile.

2. Place the gutter flat and firm on a table or sawhorses.

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6.3.2 Installing the gutter

1. Now place the preassembled gutter profile on the posts. Make sure the leaf catcher is positioned
properly in the PVC rainwater discharge pipe.

2. Screw the posts to the gutter with one short screw through the lower lip of the gutter profile and

into the post. This way you can adjust the position of the gutter later, if necessary.

Note: ultimately the posts will be secured with two screws. Therefore the first

screw should not be placed in the middle of the post but rather

approximately a third of the waiyp from the edge. Be careful not to drill and screw through the PVC

pipe in one of the posts!

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6.4 Installing the middle beams

Note: if you install Deponti LED lighting, we recommend performing the installation before placing
the middlebears.

If you do not shorten the width of your veranda, you can use the trim elenfenthe gutter as
spacers between thbeans.

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6.5 Preparing and installing the roofing sheets

If youwant to trim the width of the sheets, we recommend trimming off IDK I YO SNE Q 6 KSy S¢
possible so the edges remain seal@tle roofing sheetsanhave a top and a bottom. The UV side
must face up. This is indicated with a protective film on the sheets. Always place the correct side up.

1. Place the short condensationgdiles (935 mm) at the wall end of the roofing sheéiste: The
tab of the profile must be on the bottom of the sheet.

2. Place the long condensation profiles (980 mm) at the gutter end of the roofing sidetse
condensation profiles have pidrilled holes for drainage of the condensation water.
